Chairmanés Letter
In just a few months another year will be in the history books.

It has been a great year for the Town of Waukesha, and my privilege to serve the
residents of the Town of Waukesha.

The town has added $228,946 to our reserves in the last budget cycle, bringing the total
cash reserves of the town to $1,918,331.

The new board, elected in April, has made significant progress in their first 5 months.

Working together for the benefit of residents for the first time in years, the new Board
has managed to avoid the embarrassing headlines in the Freeman.

The new Board continues to spend town taxpayer funds exactly as appropriated in the
budget, as State Law requires. We are also within the budget, and the Town remains
debt free.

The Website has been redesigned and we now have a YouTube page where you can
watch past Town Board action. We are moving toward live streaming the board
meetings!

We have contracted to connect to the City sanitary sewer, which will replace our long
ago failed septic system, which needed to be pumped 6 to 10 times per year.

We have recovered over $62,000 from the City of Waukesha that has been owed to the
town for years.

We have a comprehensive road maintenance plan that outlines repairs for future years.

We are updating our codes to reflect changes in State Laws, and the changing environ-
ment in the Town.

The Attorney fees for 2014 have been reduced by 25 % over last year, and nearly 70 %
less than 2012. While this is progress we still have significant cuts to make in that area.

Each of your supervisors has taken on responsibilities for various Town departments
and makes monthly accountability reports to the Town.

We are negotiating with refuse companies to reduce our waste collection costs. Each
resident plays a huge role in reducing our overall costs. The more we recycle, the larger
our dividend will be from recycling. In years past it has been nearly $50,000, and we
hope to increase that by 30 % through the use of larger recycle containers. The new
fisingle streamo containers allow all re
separating, bundling or cleaning needed!

Lastly, we are well on our way to crafting a budget that will significantly reduce your tax
levy for 2015.

h& recycling collection in 2015.

Starting in January the Town will convert from the current dual stream recycling to single sort recycling, which only requires residents to
separate recyclables from trash and accepts all plastics (#17) along with paper, cardboard, aluminum, glass, tin, and cartons.

These collection changes may include the delivery of new recycling containers and different collection schedules; also, morenaterials will be
recycled and diverted from landfills which results in decreasing disposal costs and increasing the convenience of mixing allrecyclables in one

container.

What is single sort recycling?

wher e dedsmedrset a

In a single sort recycling system, residents simply separate recyclables from trash, but no further sorting of recyclables isdone. Paper, card-

board, bottles, cans, and other recyclable materials are all mixed together, usually in a large, wheeled cart. The hauler piks up the cart with

an automated lifting arm extending from the truck and places the material in a single compartment.

What are the advantages of single sort recycling?

For residents, single sort simplifies the recycling process because no sorting, bundling, or bagging of recyclables is required. The largecarts

hold up to five times more recyclables than the current blue bins, but no lifting is required because the carts have wheels.

For communities , single sort can lead to a cost savings because: 1) the increased capacity of the larger carts allows for evenyher-week recy-

cling pickup instead of the current weekly system; 2) increased recycling rates by residents translates to reduced trash

collection and landfill disposal fees. One other advantage to the cart system is improved community aesthetics on

collection day - a single recycling cart has a lid that prevents blowing of materials in the neighborhood.
